SCUCC congregation meeting affirms Search Committee direction

On Sunday March 26th at 12:20 PM, approximately 90 members of our church met to listen to our senior pastor search committee discuss their summarization of our recent all member survey. The attendance in fellowship hall exceeded expectations and many members stood in the back of the room.  The survey questions and timetables were discussed in detail and the search committee listened to many comments and suggestions from the members.

The search committee presented its timetable to have an optimal senior pastor on board by the end of the first quarter 2010. Congregants understood the timetable and urged the committee to find the optimal pastor without the pressure of a target date.

The individual answers to the questions from each of the 275 surveys were categorized by the search committee into key words or key statements. These key words and/or statements were combined in paragraph form to represent a collective view of our congregation.  These summaries have been emailed, mailed to each member, posted on our website and bulletin board.

The comments from the congregation attending were generally supportive statements and a further reinforcement to the committee that the committee is on the right track.  The comments were also supportive of our interim ministry team.

The meeting adjourned near 1:45 pm with a charge to the committee to "go to work" using the information it has collected from our congregation.
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
